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Trail Inspection Report
The Trail Inspection Report Form is intended to help keep track of trailhead and trail conditions.  Although the Regional Snowmobile Coordinator will conduct random trail inspections, clubs should also conduct a couple of trail inspections per month.  Trail inspections are intended to determine whether the trails are being groomed properly, help locate and mitigate hazards, and locate and replace missing signs.  In short, trail inspections are a crucial part of each club’s safety program.  This form should be filled out every time a trail inspection is conducted.
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
